Dr. Ingrid Hsieh-Yee is a full professor at the School of Library and Information Science at the Catholic University of America (CUA). She specializes in information organization, and has investigated users’ Web search behavior, federated search, search engines, subject searches with subject headings and tables of contents, and subject access to images. She has published numerous articles and books, including Organizing Audiovisual and Electronic Resources for Access (2000 and 2006) and the National Information Standards Organization (NISO) document, “Framework of Guidance for Building Good Digital Collections” (2004 and 2007). She serves on the editorial board of Library Quarterly. At CUA she chairs the Scholarly Communication Project Team that is building a digital repository for the CUA community.

She has recently initiated the Research Project of AAT (Art & Architecture Thesaurus) in Chinese with Getty Research Institute. She received her M.A. degree in Library and Information Management from the University of Sheffield, UK in 1997, and is a PhD candidate in the Department and Graduate Institute of Library and Information Science at the National Taiwan University. Her main research interests include digital libraries, metadata and knowledge organization and has published over 20 articles on these topics. 
Ya-ning Arthur Chen is a project leader of library service at Computing Centre of Academia Sinica, as well as the co-principal investigator of Metadata Architecture and Application Team for the purpose of metadata researching and supporting various projects within the Taiwan e-learning and Digital Archives Program. He received an MLS degree from Tamkang University in 1994 and is pursuing a doctorate in Management Science. His research interests focus on library automation, electronic resources and services, library consortium, open access, metadata and emetrics of digital library, as well as he has also published over 70 papers for these topics.
